BILL 77 1 Services and
Supports to Promote the Social
Inclusion of Persons with
Developmental Disabi  lities Act,
2008 (Bill 77)

The Ministry of Community and
Social Services posted the first
regulation for the new Act, called a
Lieutenant Governor in Council
Regulation.

This regulation was posted for
comment before it becomes final.
Regulations define the details of the
legislation. Community  Living
Chatham-Kent attended meetings
and gave regular input into
responses to the draft legislation
from Community Living Ontario and

OASIS (Ontario Agencies Supporting

Individuals with Special Needs).
Several cacerns regarding the
regulation were submitted.

The Lieutenant Governor in Council
Regulation is intended to,

. Identify services and supports
that are eligible for direct
funding;

e  Set criteria for inspections and
reviewing the takeover of an
agency.

Responses have been sent in
regarding the draft regulation and
we await the final regulation.
